“This morning at 4:30 am the schooner Silver Cloud went ashore
on the sand beach two miles to the eastward of Monterey.

No anchor watch being kept all hands turned in.
She being at the time fast to the steamer’s buoy

by some means unknown got adrift.
.....vessel, a total loss, partial insurance.”

“Wind fresh N.W
Foggy

No vessels seen.
Mrs. E. Fish, my successor, arrived at the station.”
